Ace Waste Project Description

Ace Waste, a collector and processor specializing in construction and demolition debris (C&D) recycling, is currently in permitting on PD-GI land adjacent to Dulles International Airport in Loudoun County. 

About Construction & Demolition Waste 

· C&D is comprised of waste generated from construction, renovation, and demolition activities and includes materials such as concrete, metal, wood, and carpet.

· C&D is 26% more prevalent than household waste, more easily recycled, and yet in Loudoun County, it is largely exported to landfills in Southern Virginia.

· The Virginia Department of Environmental Quality reports a declining rate of capacity for C&D statewide, which is evidenced by rising disposal costs.

· The Ace Waste C&D recycling proposal is consistent with the Loudoun County Solid Waste Management Plan, which states: “Future Considerations…consider a regional materials recovery facility to process recyclable materials including C&D.” (SWMP Chapter 4, p.4-5).

About the Facility 

· The facility expects to average 400 tons per day of C&D; It is sustainable at 180 tons per day. 

· The facility will achieve a recycling rate in excess of 95%.

· The ever-expanding list materials we recycle includes: aggregates, wood, carpet, wallboard, metals, cardboard, paper, textiles, any grade of plastic, and residual dirt. The facility will also remove reusable materials, much of which will be donated to charitable organizations such as Habitat for Humanity.

· Some materials are manufactured for wholesale, such as wood to dyed mulch and aggregate to construction grade crushed stone. Other materials are packaged for commodity markets, such as for metals and cardboard.

· The entire operation will be indoors and will utilize a dust suppression system, thus eliminating noise and dust from leaving the facility. Additionally, the facility will only receive and process construction waste, which has no odor.

· The costs we charge customers, either for our collection service or drop-off at our facility, will be comparable or less than that charged by our traditional waste disposal competitors. The costs we charge for our outbound products are also often less than the alternative.

· Truck trips will average 90 per day. The majority of traffic will leave the facility going west on Rt. 606, whereupon it will feed into Rt. 50 and then all of the other major road arteries in the County. Trucks will arrive at the facility from the same route.

Added Benefits 

· The building will be the first recycling facility in a green building (Architect: Envision Design).

· Ace Waste has committed to helping provide litter patrols on Route 606 from 267 to 50 and to cleaning up the County’s illegal dumps, at no cost to the County.

· This facility will contribute $220,000 in new tax revenue and has additionally proposed a package worth $4 MM in benefits to the County.

· The facility, an investment of over $12 MM, will employ 45 people at the outset and 75 by the end of its first year. 

· It is anticipated that this facility will result in a net reduction of total truck miles from current levels, given that (a) the facility will capture a portion of the C&D waste that is already exported from the County, (b) an increase in local disposal options and local manufacturing of products such as crushed stone and mulch will reduce long haul transportation needs, and (c) the same trucks that pick up construction waste will deliver a portion of the finished products.

· A variety of educational features are being designed into the facility, including a green building research center run by Virginia Tech.

About the Founder

· Ace Waste’s founder, Ken Mogul, has significant experience in the C&D recycling field and waste management. He previously designed, built and was responsible for the operation of two plants similar to the processing facility Ace Waste plans. Previous to that, Mr. Mogul owned (and subsequently sold) a firm that recycled scrap wallboard in a unique arrangement with US Gypsum. He has also managed a medium-sized metal recycling facility and the solid waste system (including curbside collection of waste and recycling, compost facility and landfill) for a city of 100,000 residents.

· Mr. Mogul holds an MBA and a master of Environmental Management & Policy from Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute. He is a Board member with the Virginia Recycling Association and leads their sub-committee on C&D recycling.
