Geologist Marion King Hubbert, Chief Scientist at Shell Oil, in 1956, estimated the United States oil production peak would occur about 1970 and by 1974 it was well known that he had been right.  This event is now called Hubbert's Bubble or Hubbert's Peak.   The Geologist Ken Deffeyes estimates that the world's mathematical peak oil production occurred on December 16th, last year.  

Tom Whipple will discuss the latest information on the energy crises including recent proven reserve downgrades for Kuwait as well as announcements that two super giant oil fields, Mexico's  Cantarell and Kuwait's Bergen, have peaked and are in decline.  Some oil wells in the Gulf of Mexico have been permanently shut in by hurricane's Katrina and Rita and this year's hurricane season, expected to be a bad as last year, is starting in just a few months.
